4, 5 & 6 Teams 
Round Robin
7 Teams

1 pool of 3, 1 pool of 4, Round Robin; Crossover
Vernon Cup games on June 17, 18 & 19 only will be tournament time of 30 minute halves. All Vernon Cup games played up until June 17 will be regular league time.
POINT SYSTEM

3 Points awarded for a win; 
1 Point awarded for a tie; 

1 Point awarded for a shutout; 
Up to 5 Points awarded for goals scored.
Games in Round Robin play can remain as a tie.  
The crossover games on Sunday in the 7 team pools must be played to a conclusion.  Tied games will go directly to penalty kicks.
If at the END of the Round Robin play two (2) or more teams are tied the below tie-breaking rules will be in affect. If penalty kicks are required they will take place immediately following the last matches for the division.
1.  Previous Match Results:  The winner of the match between the two teams tied in points shall be awarded the higher position.  (Not applicable if 3 or more teams are tied).
2.  Goal Difference:  Goal difference shall be calculated by subtracting goals conceded from goals scored.  A maximum difference of 5 goals shall be awarded in each game.  The total goal difference calculated for all games played in the initial round robin or complete round robin shall be used.
3. Goals Against:  Total number of goals conceded in the round robin shall be calculated and the team with the lowest number conceded shall be awarded the higher standing

4.  Goals For:  The total number of goals scored on all opponents during the round robin to a maximum of five (5) goals per game.  The team with the higher number shall be awarded the higher standing.

5.  Penalty Kicks:  To be taken in accordance with FIFA rules.
Medals will be awarded for 1st, 2nd & 3rd Place
