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                                        Vernon Virtual Learning is a public Distributed Learning School serving the Province of British Columbia and located in School District 22, Vernon.   The VLearn option allows the students to complete the requirements for two complete 4 credit courses.  Marks for both PE and Principles of Soccer appear on the official secondary school transcript once the requirements on field and online are completed.

The classroom at the indoor centre includes computer availability for all students during the school day.

The student athletes attend ½ day sessions Monday to Friday at the VantageOne Indoor Soccer Centre.  Students are bussed from their home school to the centre by School District No. 22.  

The WFC Vernon Soccer Academy is fully accredited by the Ministry of Education and the program will continue to include the curriculum requirements for a PE credit.   
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Each student is logged into this ‘Total Athlete online Development System’ featuring interactive Physical, Technical, Tactical, Mental and Nutritional Tools, Video Analysis, Fitness Testing, Academic Reporting, Athlete Evaluations and Training Logs.  Athletes & coaches can Train, Plan, Organize, Communicate and Learn from one simple system.   Athletes are able to build their online Player Profile, including video clip, to circulate to prospective universities and colleges.
