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All teams must play 5 men and 5 women on the field at all times, goalie can be either gender. 

Players may play for only one team during the tournament. All players must sign a waiver to be eligible to play. Teams using ineligible players will be awarded zero points for the game(s) in question. Team captains must submit your teams signed waiver to the tournament director before the start of your second game. Players under 19 years of age must have a parent or guardian sign on their behalf. 

Our tournament is sanctioned by the BC Soccer Association. This sanctioning process insures that we have access to certified B.C. Soccer referees and linesmen, and provides comprehensive insurance coverage to all participants.

If a yellow card is awarded prior to a red card, then only 3 points in total will be deducted for that player’s misbehaviour. Players that are red carded must sit out their team’s next game. If your team is red carded, your team must play the remainder of that game short the same gender that was red carded. To break total point ties when ranking teams for Suns playoff pools, the first criteria will be best goals for/goals against ratio followed by the fewest goals against, then the most goals for, then a coin toss. 

All games will consist of two 35 minute halves with a five minute half time break. On finals only, all games ending in ties after regulation time will go directly to a 5 penalty shot shootout, followed by sudden death extra shots, if required. Teams must alternate genders during the shootouts, with the first shooters always being female. Only those players on the field at the end of reg. time will be eligible to participate in the shootout.

PROTESTS/DISCIPLINE

No protests will be allowed. The referee’s decisions will be regarded as final. All decisions regarding ineligible players, discipline for unsportsmanlike conduct, etc., will ultimately be made by the tournament director or the delegate.
ALCOHOL

“ZERO TOLERANCE” for alcohol will be enforced outside the beer garden. We have provided you with a safe, clean beer garden at Marshall Field. Consuming alcohol outside of the beer garden will be interpreted as disrespect towards the tournament organizers and is illegal.

All referees, assistant referees and tournament officials will be monitoring for alcohol infractions. If the individual(s) do not comply, then the game will be called, and the non-guilty team will be awarded a 3-0 win. If the individual(s) are not affiliated with either team, then the game will not resume until the alcohol is disposed of. Flagrant or repetitive alcohol infractions will result in disqualification of the involved team(s).
